May 1 USBC Earl Anthony 
Memorial Scholarship 

USBC presents these prestigious scholarships 
in honor of the legendary pro bowler, Earl 

Anthony. Five scholarships of $5,000 each will 

be available annually to recognize male and 
female bowlers for their community involvement 
and academic achievements. Financial need will 
also be considered. Eligible candidates must be 
enrolled in their senior year of high school or 
presently attending college and must be current 
members of USBC in good standing. Candidates 
must never have competed in a professional 
bowling tournament (Pro-AMs excluded). In 
addition, candidates must have a minimum 
cumulative GPA of 2.5 based on a 4.0 scales (or 
equivalent). Individuals may win this award only 
once. 

May 31 Billy Welu Scholarship This annual award recognizes exemplary 
qualities in male and female college students 
who compete in the sport of bowling. Winner 

receives a $1,000 scholarship award. Eligible 

candidates must be amateur bowlers who are 
currently in college (preceding the application 
deadline) and maintain at least a 2.5/4.0 GPA or 
equivalent. 
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SMART PROGRAM (USBC PROGRAM) 
The USBC SMART (Scholarship Management Accounting and Reports for Tenpins) program 
offers the bowling community a no-cost centralized location for managing bowling scholarship 
funds. 

Beginning August 1, 2006, USBC required all future scholarship funds issued through an 
association, including those issued for academic or meritorious accomplishments, to be 
deposited with SMART. Scholarships issued prior to that date were not required to be submitted 
to USBC Headquarters pending a determination of their acceptability by NCAA. In January 2007, 
NCAA approved legislation permitting the use of scholarship funds earned by prospective 
student-athletes prior to August 1, 2006 and held outside of the SMART program provided those 
scholarship funds are transferred to SMART by June 1, 2008. 

This decision by NCAA makes it permissible for prospective student-athletes to use these 
scholarship dollars for their college education as acceptable financial aid since they would be 
administered by a national governing body. Once this period expires, those scholarship funds 
could still be deposited into SMART; however, they may not be acceptable forms of financial aid 
under NCAA bylaws. 

Based on this decision by NCAA, USBC is requiring all chartered associations to deposit any 
scholarships awarded prior to August 1, 2006, including those awarded for academic or 
meritorious accomplishments, with SMART. These funds must be transferred to SMART by June 
1, 2008. 

Scholarship funds must be deposited with SMART within thirty days after the end of the 
league/tournament/event in which they were earned, including scholarships for academic or 
meritorious accomplishments. 

 
Some of the benefits of the USBC SMART program include: 
1. All youth scholarships that are managed by SMART are held in the name of the 

organization that provided the scholarship. If the scholarship money is not used by the designee 
six years after his/her high school graduation date, or if earned after high school, six years from 
the date of issuance, the scholarship expires. Should the scholarship expire, the scholarship 
amount is still held in the organization’s name and can 

be reallocated by the organization to a new scholarship recipient. 
 
2. Once scholarship funds are deposited into the SMART program, USBC handles all 

notification paperwork, management of the account, etc., thus taking the burden off the 
organization. 

 
3. When there is turnover in the association board, scholarship paperwork may be lost or 

misplaced. As a result, when a youth member attempts to collect his/her scholarship after 
enrolling in college, the new association manager, president, or scholarship committee member 
may have no record of it. By placing the scholarship in the SMART program, the safety of 
scholarship records from being misplaced is ensured. 

 
4. The SMART program does not charge the participating scholarship organizations a fee. 

USBC covers SMART’s operating expenses by using a portion of the interest generated from the 
deposited scholarship funds. After covering those expenses, the surplus interest is credited to 
the participating organizations for use as additional scholarships funds. 
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5. The SMART program offers its services online. It may be accessed by following the link for 
“SMART” on the left side of the “Youth” page of bowl.com. The organizations and recipients in 
the program may view/print up-to-date information concerning their account activities. The 
online service includes:

•Requesting scholarship funds 
 
In addition, USBC SMART provides valuable information such as: 
• How to establish a bowling scholarship program - whether it is a tournament, league, or 

other program. 
• Advice and assistance with any problems that may be encountered in administering a 

scholarship program. 
• An online directory to locate bowling scholarship information. This directory contains: 
-Organizations that provide bowling scholarship tournaments or leagues, as well as other 

scholarship programs. 
-Colleges and universities that offer bowling scholarships, and/or those that offer bowling as 

a scholastic or club sport. 
-All applications for national scholarship offerings.

OREGON GRAND PRIX OVERVIEW (BPAA PROGRAM) 
 

HISTORY OF THE GRAND PRIX SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

      In 1982 the Association Research and Study Committee of The Texas Bowling  
      Centers Association, became concerned about the declining number of youth  
      bowlers and the drop-out rate of the older youth bowler. It was determined  
      that a program must be developed to attract and retain youth bowlers,  
      which led to the development of the National Grand Prix Scholarship  
      Program. 
      The Grand Prix point program for scholarship awards is a program designed  
      to reward participation in youth bowling and to help youth bowlers build a  
      scholarship account to further their higher education. With this goal in  
      mind the Oregon State Bowling Proprietor’s created its own foundation in  
      1991. The objectives of this foundation include promotion, development,  
      and fund raising programs for youth bowling scholarship programs known as  
      the Grand Prix Scholarship Program. 
      All activities are to be in strict compliance with the Not-for-Profit  
      Corporation laws of the State of Oregon and in compliance with the  
      Internal Revenue Service regulation as they apply to tax exempt 5013c  
      charitable organizations. No part of the earnings of this Foundation shall  
      incur to the benefit of any individual other than those awarded education  
      scholarships. 
        

      BASIC STRUCTURE 

      This program is based on two levels, State and Local (In-Center). At the  
      local level, scholarship dollars are earned via a point system that  
      bowlers earn for their bowling participation, accomplishments and related  
      bowling activities. The earned points will have a monetary value based  
      upon the available funds from the Bowling Center Scholarship Fund for the  
      current year point accumulation. The youth bowlers total points are  
      converted into dollars and credited to the youth bowlers scholarship  
      account. 
      The point program is outlined on the final page of this program handbook.  
      Each local center must adopt this valuation system, and may adopt their  
      own points in addition to the current point system, as long as the points  
      are awarded for bowling participation, achievements, and related  
      activities. Points can not be awarded for helping to clean up the bowling  
      center, etc. 
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RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE BOWLING CENTER 

      Fundraising at local level - enrollment of participants - reporting local  
      youth bowler points. 
      Center fundraising can come from as many sources as the local bowling  
      center can develop. Examples are bowl-a-thons, donations on a per game or  
      per night basis from adult league bowlers, candy sales, car washes, etc.  
      In order for the participating center to remain eligible in the Grand Prix  
      Program, the Center must raise an amount equal to at least $10.00 per each  
      youth bowler in the program, in the program year. 
      Proper forms for reporting local points will be furnished to participating  
      centers. Each center is responsible for appointing an individual to  
      administer all portions of the Grand Prix Program including registration,  
      registration fees, fundraising, and reporting local points. The appointed  
      individual has a fiduciary responsibility to insure the proper  
      administration of the program and the funds involved. 

      State Points 

      Youth bowlers also earn state points by participating in the Oregon Grand  
      Prix Tournaments, and the National Family Tournament. Scholarship dollars  
      are also awarded by bowling achievement at the Grand Prix Tournaments.  
      Money for the State points comes from Corporate Sponsorships and interest  
      from investments. See last page for point breakdown. 

      GENERAL ADMINISTRATION 

      The Grand Prix Program is run by a Board of 7 Trustees. The Trustees are  
      comprised of 3 Oregon State Bowling Proprietors, a lawyer, a CPA, and 2 at  
      large members. The trustees have designated the OSBPA staff to house and  
      maintain the records of this program. The Trustees and staff are  
      individually bonded. Disbursements can only be made for board approved  
      expenditures and two (2) signatures are required to withdraw funds. All  
      records of each Bowling Center’s Fund, individual points, and fund  
      records, are maintained on a computer system, housed in the OSBPA  
      Headquarter Office. Proper backups or duplicates of these records are  
      stored off premises. 
        

      ADMINISTRATIVE FUNDING 

      To fund the administration of the Grand Prix Program, The Foundation  
      relies on: 
        The $5.00 registration fee paid by each bowler for participation. 
        Part of the interest income from the investment of scholarship funds. 
        Funds donated for administration. 
        Appropriations from participating bowling centers. 

      SCHOLARSHIP FUNDING 

      One hundred percent (100%) of all net proceeds raised for Scholarship  
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      Funds are exclusively used to award scholarships. 

      PARTICIPATION IN THE PROGRAM 

      All Oregon State Bowling Centers are eligible to participate in the Grand  
      Prix Program. In the event that a participating center discontinues  
      membership in the Grand Prix Scholarship Program, all scholarship dollars  
      earned by participants will be frozen in an escrow account and will be  
      eligible for release of scholarship dollars provided the youth bowler  
      meets all provisions for the awarding of scholarships. Youth bowlers may  
      also elect to transfer their registration to any other participating Grand  
      Prix Center in Oregon or any other state that has a reciprocal Grand Prix  
      Program. 
        

      ELIGIBILITY AND REGISTRATION OF YOUTH BOWLERS 

      This program is designed for nursery, intermediate, and secondary level  
      students. Generally this would mean that students from age 3 to 21 are  
      eligible. Students may participate in the program as long as they have not  
      reached their 22nd birthday by August 1. A $5.00 per year, per youth  
      bowler registration fee is required to enter the program and maintain  
      eligibility. Each bowler in the program will be issued an identification  
      number, which is their social security number. We also require a social  
      security number, address, and birth date. 
      If a youth bowls at more than one center, the bowler should pay  
      registration only through one center and we recommend that center to be  
      the one the bowler considers to be the “home” center. At the conclusion of  
      the program year, after the bowling center turns in fundraising and  
      report, each bowler will receive a letter showing scholarship dollars  
      earned for that year and the total accumulated funds held for bowler. 
      A youth bowler is vested after 2 years in the program and/or $200.00 held  
      in accumulated funds. If a non-vested youth drops out of the program, and  
      no request is made to hold accumulated funds, the money is returned to the  
      Bowling Center where it was earned, to be redistributed to bowlers in  
      their program the following year. 

      PROGRAM YEAR—FUNDRAISING AND POINT ACCUMULATION 

      The Grand Prix program fundraising and point accumulation period is June 1  
      through May 31.  Bowling Center year end reports and fundraising dollars  
      are due August 31 to Grand Prix Administration office. 
        

      REQUIREMENTS FOR AWARD OF SCHOLARSHIPS 

      The recipients must enroll in a University, College, business, or trade  
      school within 18 months of graduation from high school or receiving a GED.  
      Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the institution for direct  
      expenses for higher education. If a bowler is not enrolled within 18  
      months, he/she may apply for an extension. A scholarship advisory  
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      committee will be appointed to advise and assist on matters relating to  
      the awarding of scholarships. 
        

      PROMOTIONAL ASSISTANCE 

      A promotional kit including a banner and brochures is available from the  
      Grand Prix Administration office.

      As of  December of 2006 we have over $550,000 in scholarship dollars held  
      in trust for our 1500 participating youth bowlers. We have paid out over  
      $150,000 dollars in Scholarships to accredited higher learning  
      institutions. Our program is growing faster every year!! 
 

Grand Prix Tournaments 

The Oregon Grand Prix currently holds two tournaments a year. One takes place in the fall 
and the other in the spring. The tournament is only open to youth bowlers that have signed up 
for the Oregon Grand Prix through their local center. This is a non USBC sanctioned event since 
the scholarships earned are held in trust by the Oregon Grand Prix, instead of the SMART 
program, until the youth bowler requests it be sent their college or expires and is returned to 
the local bowling center that the youth had belonged.  
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COLLEGIATE BOWLING 
College bowling is much different then High School bowling which you may have 

participated in. The first thing that will become evident is the competition both to get on the 
team and participate in tournament / conference play is physically and mentally tougher. The 
second thing is that there is no free ride at this level. To compete, you work not just on the lanes 
but off. This section will speak about off lane activities that you may need to consider if you 
really want to join or have a bowling team at the college level. 

 
So you want to go to college and you are deciding on your criteria for which colleges should 

be privileged to receive your application. You also think you are good enough or just want to 
have a familiar activity to do you have included that the college should have a bowling team in 
that criteria, either #2 or #3 on the list. 

 
You have created the list of colleges that meet your #1 criterion which was academia (why 

you are going to college in the first place). Now you want to see if they meet your bowling team 
criteria. You can do some research to see if they have an established team or club. This can be 
found going to the college website and looking for clubs/student organizations webpage either 
you will find the club or get a number you can call to get more information. 

 
You are in luck and find a listing for the bowling club with a link to the clubs’ website and/or 

a phone number of the person who can give you more information. You can now move on down 
your criteria list. 

 
You have searched and searched finally you breakdown and call the number for student 

clubs/organizations and the really nice person says “We do not have a bowling club on campus.” 
You continue down your list of those potential lucky colleges and now you are completely done. 
With any luck you have found your perfect college that meets all your criteria and you send in 
your application…..  Wait this is the real world and now you have to make some tradeoffs. You 
really want stay in Oregon and several colleges meet you criteria except for bowling. You could 
resign yourself to not bowling collegiate or you could start a bowling club on campus. 

 
You can go back to the student clubs/organizations webpage and usually they have the 

procedures that they use to start a club. Having looked at several of these in the past two years 
some are easier then others. Usually they want a certain number of founding members, a 
faculty advisor, club bylaws and a budget for the upcoming year. This process can be done in a 
couple of weeks or it can take several months. Maybe you know someone already at the college 
and maybe they’re willing to start the process with you. They can spearhead getting members 
for the club and the faculty advisor while you are working on they club paperwork. They have 
accepted your club application and you are now officially recognized by the college….. NOW 
WHAT!!!!! 
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The Fun Begins 
During the budget process you came up with the costs of running the club/team for the 

upcoming year. If your club is planning on competing in USBC events, USBC has published some 
financial guidelines for your club. A barebones club competing in 3 tournaments will cost the 
club about $8000 a year. Each bowler is responsible for their own bowling equipment, practice 
and qualification fees, and club shirts. This is where most of the Oregon Colleges are at today. 
They are just getting off the ground and funding and bowlers are scarce.  

There are lots of attributes that go into the club that must be considered. One, is the time 
commitment required both to the team and your studies. Two, building a working relationship 
with a local center that can help reduce practice costs. Three, establishing the club procedures 
where all the members participate on the team. There are more but they can be different 
depending on your college situation.
