Oregon Grand Prix Scholarship Tournament    
Conducted by: Oregon State Bowling Proprietors’ Association 

 
Eligibility:  This tournament is open to all registered Grand Prix Members Only who have not reached the age of 22 
as of 8/1/2008,  Youths must be registered in the Grand Prix Program through bowling center which entry is made.  
This tournament is not sanctioned by the USBC.   
 
Cost & Entry Breakdown:  Entry fee is $10.00 per bowler, per event.  $9.00 for lineage, $1.00 expenses,   Bracket 
money of $5.00 is returned 100% in scholarship awards.   
 
Events: This tournament shall consist of a doubles and singles event.  Doubles may be mixed.  You may enter singles 
only once, doubles as many times as long as it is with a different partner. 
 
Averages:  Entrants will use highest verifiable 2007-08 league average of 21 or more games.  If none bowler can use 
current  verifiable average of 15 or more games as of 10/25/08, if none bowler bowls scratch.  Coaches or bowling 
center representative are responsible for the correct listing of all averages. Falsification of any average may result in 
disqualification of bowler.   
 
Handicap: Individual handicap based on 90% of 210 in all divisions.

Substitutes:  All substitutes or replacements must present verification of membership and average at the time of 
participation.  Substitutes must bowl in the spot of the original bowler. 
 
Late Arrival:  An entrant arriving late shall be permitted to bowl with his/her score to count beginning with the frame 
in which he/she starts to bowl.  NO MAKE-UP FOR MISSED FRAMES. 
 
Check-In:  Bowlers shall report to tournament official 30 minutes proper to scheduled time of bowling. Although en-
try deadline is on 10/28/08, entries will be accepted 1 hour prior to squad start times if there is space available.    
SUBSTITUTES SHALL REPORT ONE HOUR PRIOR TO SCHEDULED TIME OF BOWLING. 
 
Protests:  Must be made in writing within 72 hours to Tournament Management.  Disputes occurring on the lanes are 
decided by the Tournament Official in charge. 
 
Scholarship Awards:  Scholarships are awarded a minimum of one for every five entries. A minimum of 1 
Scholarship for each of the two (2) events in each class.  In case of a tie for 1st or 2nd place scholarships will be 
divided equally..   
 
Bowling Attire:  Bowlers must be dressed in  presentable bowling attire.  TANK TOPS, HALTERS, CUT-OFFS 
OR HATS will not be permitted.  No short shorts or mid-drift shirts.  Any violation may result in disqualification 
of bowler.  It is recommended that The youth bowler bring his/her bowling ball & shoes from their home center.
