MIID-VALLEY USBC ASSOCIATION BOARD MEETING
AUGUST 24, 2008

CALL TO ORDER: The first meeting of the year 2008-09 was called to order at AlterraVillas
Courtyard by Ron Hall, president. It was moved by Chuck Broeke/2™ Sharon Craig to proceed
with the meeting although only 11 were present. Passed. However, others showed up before the
treasurer’s report was given.

MINUTES: Moved by Patty Nelson/2™ Sharon Craig that the minutes be accepted. Passed.
(Later in the meeting a correction was made to the May 18 board minutes to clarify that the
$400 the board voted to give Laura Clair was actually youth money left-over from the YABA
fund, which was absorbed by Mid-Valley USBC .)

TREASURER’S REPORT: Joyce Morse handed out the financial statement for the year 2007-
’08. The beginning balance 8/1/07 was $2,619.10 with an ending check book balance 7/31/08
of $1,687.56. She explained various expenses and income and commented that the two city
tournaments lost some money due to the low number of bowlers. She questioned how much
per mile she was to reimburse the delegates who attended the state meeting in Roseburg. It was
decided to pay 40 cents per mile. Sharon Craig moved/2™ Bev Kelso that the financial state-
ment be accepted. Motion passed.

CORRESPONDENCE: Ron passed around a thank you note from Albany youth bowler, Laura
Clair, who placed 3™ in the National Pepsi Challenge, thanking the board for the $400 she was
given for expenses. Joyce reported that she had received notification that an Albany ABA
bowler who had been suspended several years ago for an infraction of rules is now eligible for
reinstatement. Ron also read a letter of congratulations from Linda Scott, State Tournament
Director, regarding our securing the bid to host the 2010 Women’s Open tournament.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: Policies and Procedures: Two proposals were made regarding (1)
the giving of monies to charities and (2) unexcused absences. Patty Nelson moved/2™ Danita
Overcash to accept these as read. After some discussion the motion was passed.

YOUTH: CIliff Meredith presented a proposal to divest the $400 left over from YABA funds
still on the books as Youth fund as a separate entity. The intent is to make the Youth Committee
a more integral part of the Mid-Valley USBC Board.
